• 17:59: Police deploying tear gas. 

• 17:58: Crowd expressing intent to gather at Centro Joaquim Chissano, Gloria Mall. 

• 17:41: Unconfirmed reports of a group moving from Praça dos 
Combatentes/Xiquelene and Maxaquene. 

• 16:35: Hostile actions reported on Julius Nyerere Avenue; objects thrown at passing 
vehicles. 

• 10:55: Unknown individuals set fire to tires on National Road N4; police intervened 
to clear the road. 

• 10:49: Disturbances noted at Maquinag. 

• 10:44: Gathering of young people at Mercado Peixe roundabout, Avenida Marginal. 

• 10:30: Protest in Khongolote against alleged electoral fraud. 

• 10:13: Disturbances reported in Matola with burning tires. 

• 09:45: Calm reported in Maputo with low activity; heavy security presence expected 
to change after election results. 

Manica 

• 13:13: Police reportedly shooting at protesters in Nhamaonha and Chimoio city 
center. 

Nampula 

• 18:00: PRM fired shots in Mahivire neighborhood; unspecified injuries and 
detentions reported. 

• 17:57: Demonstrations occurring in Nampula; large group circulating around airport 
area and Avenida Eduardo Mondlane. 

• 15:15: Nacala, A police member was killed shortly after a civilian was fatally shot on 
No. 4 Nampula road. 

• 14:32: One person fatally shot at No. 4 Nampula road. 



 

• 12:40: Waresta market temporarily evacuated due to fears of violent 
demonstrations. 

• 12:25: Shots fired by police along Eduardo Mondlane Avenue. 

• 12:10: Police using tear gas to disperse crowds on Eduardo Mondlane Avenue. 

• 11:47: Large peaceful march observed in Nampula. 

• 11:05: Supporters of Venâncio Mondlane began a march from the airport 
roundabout toward Waresta market. 

• 10:36: Demonstrations reported from Belmonte to Fernao Veloso. 

Cabo Delgado 

• 12:35: Police intervened in a youth march; group plans to return after obtaining 
necessary documentation. 

• 11:34: Situation in Pemba reported calm. 

• 10:13: Youth gathering in Gingone neighborhood; low movement of people and 
closed businesses.
